(At the words that follow, up to and
including ‘the Virgin Mary’, all bow.)
who was conceived by the Holy
Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary,

suffered under Pontius Pilate, was
crucified, died and was buried; he
descended into hell; on the third
day he rose again from the dead; he
ascended into heaven, and is seated
at the right hand of God the Father
almighty. From there he will come
to judge the living and the dead. |
believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy
catholic Church, the communion of
saints, the forgiveness of sins, the
resurrection of the body, and life ev-
erlasting.

There will be no procession of gifts or
collection at Mass today: your dona-
tions to Church may be made online,
or placed safely in the boxes. All
stand when the priest says:

celebration of the paschal festivities.

The Eucharistic Prayer continues, as
we pray for the Church and the
World, and ask that this holy sacri-
fice may help us be an offering to
God.

Through him, and with him, and in
him, O God, almighty Father, in the
unity of the Holy Spirit, all glory and
honour is yours, for ever and ever.

THE COMMUNION RITE
The Lord’s Prayer

P:

At the Saviours command and
formed by divine teaching, we dare
to say:

: Our Father, who art in heaven, hal-

lowed be thy name; thy kingdom
come, thy will be done on earth as it
is in heaven. Give us this day our
daily bread, and forgive us our tres-
passes, as we forgive those who
trespass against us; and lead us not
into temptation, but deliver us from
evil.

Deliver us, Lord, we pray, from every
evil, graciously grant peace in our
days, that, by the help of your mercy,
we may be always free from sin and
safe from all distress, as we await the
blessed hope and the coming of our
Saviour, Jesus Christ.

Invitation to Communion

receive Holy Communion in silence,
we do not our “Amen” individually, so
instead we will now say it together:
our “Amen” is our “Yes” to the real
presence of Jesus, our act of faith in
the gift of His Body and Blood. And
SO...
The priest holds up the Host to the
Congregation and says “The Body of
Christ” to which the people respond
“Amen.” In the same way, he ele-
vates the chalice and says, “The
Blood of Christ” and again the peo-
ple respond “Amen.”

Communion Antiphon Mt17:5
A: Thisis my beloved Son, with whom |
am well pleased; listen to him.

Holy Communion
Communion is given silently in the
hand only, with the communicant
standing, and avoiding any physical
contact. Please wait in your place
until invited to move forward for
Holy Communion by the Stewards,

always being aware of social dis-
tancing and remaining at least two
metres away from the person in front
of you. When you approach the
priest or minister, do so with arms at
“full stretch” so that there is a good
distance between you. Your hands,
palms upwards, one of top of the
other, should be extended as flatly
as possible. Having received Holy
Communion, return to your place in
an orderly manner as directed.

Act of Thanksgiving After Communion
