Invitation to Communion

P:

(In these or similar words) We will not
say the words we usually say when re-
ceiving communion today: instead in
a moment | will hold up the host and
chalice, and we will acclaim the pres-
ence of Jesus by saying “Amen" all to-
gether.

The priest holds up the Host to the
Congregation and says “The Body of
Christ” to which the people respond
“Amen.” In the same way, he elevates
the chalice and says, “The Blood of
Christ” and again the people respond
MAmen-"

Holy Communion

communion is given silently in the
hand only, with the communi-
cant standing, and avoiding any
physical contact. Please wait in
your place until invited to move
forward for Holy Communion by
the Stewards, always being aware
of social distancing and remain-
ing at least two metres away
from the person in front of you.
When you approach the priest or
minister, do so with arms at “full
stretch” so that there is a good
distance between you. Your
hands, palms upwards, one of top
of the other, should be extended
as flatly as possible. Having re-
ceived Holy Communion, return
to your place in an orderly man-
ner as directed.
