THE COMMUNION RITE
The Lord’s Prayer

P: At the Saviour's command and formed
by divine teaching, we dare to say:

Give us this day our daily
bread, and forgive us our trespasses,
as we forgive those who trespass
against us; and lead us not into temp-
tation, but deliver us from evil.

(In these or similar words) Since we re-
ceive Holy Communion in silence, we
do not our “Amen” individually, so in-
stead we will now say it together: our
“Amen”is our “Yes” to the real presence
of Jesus, our act of faith in the gift of His
Body and Blood.

The priest holds up the Host to the
Congregation and says “The Body of
Christ” to which the people respond
“Amen.” In the same way, he elevates
the chalice and says, “The Blood of
Christ” and again the people respond
“Amen.”

Holy Communion

Communion is given silently in the

hand only, with the communicant
standing, and avoiding any physical
contact. Please wait in your place until
invited to move forward for Holy Com-
munion by the Stewards, always being
aware of social distancing and remain-
ing at least two metres away from the
person in front of you. When you ap-
proach the priest or minister, do so
with arms at “full stretch” so that there
is a good distance between you. Your
hands, palms upwards, one of top of
the other, should be extended as flatly
as possible. Having received Holy
Communion, return to your place in an
orderly manner as directed.
